Language​ ​Arts: 
This​ ​week​ ​we​ ​will​ ​be​ ​moving​ ​on​ ​to​ ​working​ ​on​ ​Vowel​ ​Teams​ ​as​ ​our​ ​phonics​ ​focus.​ ​Students 
will​ ​be​ ​working​ ​with​ ​ai​ ​and​ ​ay.​ ​We​ ​will​ ​be​ ​working​ ​on​ ​monitoring​ ​understanding​ ​by 
rereading​ ​a​ ​text.​ ​Students​ ​will​ ​also​ ​be​ ​looking​ ​at​ ​character,​ ​setting,​ ​and​ ​plot​ ​to​ ​help​ ​them 
with​ ​comprehension.​ ​In​ ​writing​ ​students​ ​will​ ​be​ ​asked​ ​to​ ​write​ ​a​ ​story​ ​with​ ​a​ ​beginning, 
middle,​ ​and​ ​end;​ ​characters,​ ​setting,​ ​and​ ​plot.  
 
Math:  
Students​ ​will​ ​take​ ​their​ ​Chapter​ ​2​ ​test​ ​on​ ​Thursday,​ ​October​ ​12.​ ​From​ ​there​ ​we​ ​will​ ​move​ ​on 
to​ ​working​ ​on​ ​two​ ​digit​ ​addition.​ ​Students​ ​will​ ​begin​ ​working​ ​on​ ​regrouping​ ​when​ ​adding 
two​ ​numbers.  
 
Science: 
Students​ ​will​ ​be​ ​working​ ​on​ ​classifying​ ​materials​ ​by​ ​their​ ​properties.
