Language​ ​Arts: 
Next​ ​week​ ​our​ ​phonics​ ​focus​ ​will​ ​be​ ​the​ ​short​ ​o​ ​and​ ​u​ ​as​ ​well​ ​as​ ​the​ ​long​ ​o​ ​and​ ​u.​ ​We​ ​will 
continue​ ​to​ ​work​ ​on​ ​the​ ​Magic-e​ ​for​ ​words​ ​containing​ ​the​ ​long​ ​vowel​ ​sound.​ ​Students​ ​will 
work​ ​on​ ​Summarizing​ ​as​ ​well​ ​as​ ​making​ ​and​ ​confirming​ ​predictions​ ​while​ ​reading.​ ​​ ​Our 
vocabulary​ ​words​ ​for​ ​the​ ​week​ ​are:​ ​cuddle,​ ​favorite,​ ​patient,​ ​practiced,​ ​settled,​ ​and​ ​wrinkled. 
 
Math: 
We​ ​will​ ​continue​ ​to​ ​practice​ ​skip​ ​counting​ ​and​ ​counting​ ​equal​ ​groups.​ ​One​ ​of​ ​our​ ​focuses​ ​has 
been​ ​skip​ ​counting​ ​forward​ ​and​ ​backward​ ​off​ ​the​ ​decade.​ ​For​ ​example,​ ​2,​ ​12,​ ​22,​ ​32,​ ​42…..  
 
Science:  
We​ ​will​ ​continue​ ​to​ ​talk​ ​about​ ​sorting,​ ​and​ ​properties​ ​as​ ​ways​ ​to​ ​describe​ ​matter.​ ​Students 
will​ ​learn​ ​how​ ​recycling​ ​centers​ ​sort​ ​materials​ ​based​ ​on​ ​their​ ​properties.
